Course Description:

Algebra II








     Credit:  1.0

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Geometry

Grade Level:  10, 11, 12

Emphasis is placed on using function notation, identifying domain and range, investigating logarithmic and trigonometric functions, connecting algebraic and geometric concepts, justifying conclusions in making logical arguments, and solving a greater variety of problems.  A TI-84 Plus Graphing Calculator is required.

Materials:

· Textbook – Glencoe Algebra II 

· A Notebook/Folder/etc. Dedicated to JUST MATH
· Writing Utensil (no red pens)

· Graphing Calculator (TI-83 or TI-84 preferably); The Algebra II End of Course test administered by the state of Tennessee in May is written for students using a graphing calculator. 
· Box of Kleenex or pencils

· 1 Package of Copy Paper (white or colored)

Evaluation:

1) Homework

2) Classwork

3) Quizzes

4) Tests

5) Bellwork/Participation

6) Projects

7) Any other method I deem worthy

Absences:
Attendance is very important in this class.  Missing class will cause you to fall behind. Students who are absent the day before a quiz, test, or project is due and were aware of the due date of the assignment are expected to take the test or quiz or turn in the project on the assigned date.
